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Abstract

The Turko-Libyan Memorandum is a reality and is a legal text that binds its

validity exclusively to both parties.

To the research question whether this Agreement has legal status the answer
IS negative, as evidenced in the present paper, because the Memorandum has
been drafted with assumptions and practices that are contrary to fundamental
principles of International Law and the Convention on the Law of the Sea
(UNCLOS), but also of the corresponding International Jurisprudence. UNCLOS
assigns to inhabited islands all the Sea Zones provided, while at the same time
clarifying that each coastal state has the right to unilaterally extend its Territorial
Sea up to 12 NM. The two signatory states have no maritime borders with each
other and the states of the region have expressed their opposition to this
Agreement in the prescribed manner. Finally, the way the Agreement was ratified
by Libya shows that it does not express the free will of the Libyan people, while

leaving the suspicion that it is a product of coercion by the Erdogan government.

As for the reaction of the Greek State, which is the second objective of the
work, it is proposed at the diplomatic level to enter into demarcation agreements
with all the states in the region, in order to put Turkey on the sidelines and further
weaken the Memorandum. It is also proposed, at a political level, to extend its
Territorial Waters to 12NM throughout its territory and to improve its Alliances
(NATO, EU, UN), taking advantage of the International factor that has recently
seemed to recognize and take action against Turkey's revisionist strategy. At the
same time, Greece needs to be strengthened internally, to strengthen its Armed
Forces and its economy, so that it can prevent the expansionist policy of Turkey
with its own Forces. Finally, appealing to International Courts of Arbitration is an
option over the Turkish-Libyan Memorandum. Initially, the lawsuit against Libya,
which is characterized as a safe and low-risk option, in order to neutralize the
Turkish-Libyan Memorandum. On the contrary, the appeal to the ICJ against
Turkey, although in current circumstances it seems impossible, is a high-risk option
for the Greek interests, as it involves much precariousness.
