ABSTRACT

The present case, through the research of the period 1898-1905, aims to record the impact
that the declaration of Cretan Autonomy had in the Greek Cypriot press, as well as the subsequent
events up to and including the revolution of Therisos as they were reflected in the articles of the
period. The events that took place in Crete during the above-mentioned period, had one common
denominator of the two christian people of Cyprus and Crete, which was none other but their desire
for freedom and union with the motherland. These events yielded a large amount of information

through the very rich journalism of the Greek-Cypriot press.

The establishment of the Cretan state, the personality and the reform work of the High
Commissioner Prince George, the autonomy, the rapid progress and prosperity of the Cretan
people take the baton from the national question in Cyprus. These events monopolize the interest
of the press during the period of 1989-1901.

The question of the union of Crete with Greece and especially the way that the Cretans are
fighting for unification comes back in the next period and rekindles the confrontation between the

two political factions that had formed in Cyprus because of the Archbishopric issue.

The year 1905, the revolution of Therisos had proven to be decisive for the course of the
Cretan Question and highlights a great Greek politician, Eleftherios Venizelos. The majority of the
Greek-Cypriot newspapers would maintain a negative attitude towards the movement and its
leader. However, with the systematic and objective publication of the facts, they would not seek
to reduce the impact of revolution on the Cretan people, while as the movement spreads, the articles
had become warmer towards the revolutionary people of Crete.
