ABSTRACT

Introduction: The Covid-19 pandemic has led to great changes in the field of
education, especially the periods in which the adoption of measures required social
isolation, with the measure of lockdown and the implementation of tele-education.
The impact of these changes has affected students, parents and school staff globally.
Especially, for children with autism the challenges for all involved were enormous

due to the special needs of people with autism.



Aim: This qualitative study aimed to investigate the impact of the pandemic on the
operation of Day Care Centres for children with autism. The impact of the pandemic
on children with autism was investigated taking into account the views of their
parents and the impact of the pandemic on the interdisciplinary team of the Day

Center.

Methods: Individual semi-structured interviews were carried out, according to the
principles of qualitative research, to the group of parents of children with autism and

the interdisciplinary team, from September to December 2022

Results: A total of 10 people participated, 5 parents of children with autism, and 5
specialists of the Day Center. The domains that emerged from the analysis of the data
for the group of parents of children with autism were: feelings during lockdown, ways
of managing children at home, negative events due to confinement at home, parents'
feelings, managing return to normality, whilst for the group of experts: effect of the
pandemic on the operation of the school, mode of operation during the lockdown,
familiarization with technology, feelings as a result of the pandemic in the profession,
feelings of returning to normality. Analyzing parents' responses, the study showed
how the lockdown measure caused intense stress for children with autism and the
transition home was particularly difficult for both children and parents, as well as for
other family members. Parents agreed that they had no way of communicating to their
children why this measure was resolved, while it was difficult to create a routine
within the family environment. The staff of the Day Center stated that during the
mandatory lockdown they had to adapt to a context in which on the one hand the
children were difficult to adapt and on the other the teaching techniques changed

drastically.

Conclusions: Although periods of measures related to the pandemic created
additional stress for those involved in the educational activity, they also provided a
respite from the usual pressures, and even allowed the development of capacity to
manage change. In the wake of the pandemic, previous experience is a resource for

the development of new educational tools in autism education structures.
