-*njj>y licensed boats, stationery, printing paper, whether white or coloured, printing ink, printers' 
type, and printing materials, sulphur, wheat, barley, oats, vetches, flour, bran, chopped straw, 
cotton seed, fodder for cattle, and all mechanical appliances for use in manufacture and 
examination of wine; sulphur syringes, tombstones and memorial tablets, and tools and 
implements used in Agriculture and Handicrafts. 

xv.—Machinery and parts of Machinery and their fittings, connections and gearing. 
T h e High Commissioner may in certain cases order admission free of duty of goods sent for 

use in Consular Offices (Sec. 11 of L a w X X I L of 1899). 
Dutiable articles and articles sent away for the purpose of alteration or repair provided: 

(1) that prior to exportation such articles shall have been produced to the Customs for the 
purpose of identification on re-importation, (2) or that the Chief Collector of Customs is satisfied 
that the articles are the same, (3) and that the reimportation* takes place -within one year from 
the date of exportation. 

Disinfectants imported in bulk {Le., packages each weighing not less than 10 okes or in drums 
each not less than five gallons) admitted duty free.

PRINTED PAPERS, COMMERCIAL PAPF.P.S AND SAMPLES. 

N o packec of newspapers, commercial papers or princed papers must exceed uibs. in 
weight, and che weight of a packet of patterns is limited co 12 ozs. The .size of a packet of 
•patterns is limited co 12 inches in length, 8 inches in wideb. and 4 inches in depch. 

If only parcly prepaid they will be chargeable on delivery with double the deficiency of 
postage ; if unpaid chey will be stopped. 

The articles which are entitled to be sent at the rate applicable to Printed Papers are 
mostly impressions or copies obtained upon paper, parchment, or cardboard, by means of printing, 
lithography, engraving, photography, or any other mechanical process easy to recognise. 

This description includes the undermentioned articles wholly printed :—Newspapers, books 
(9titched or bound), periodical works, pamphlets, sheets of music, visiting cards, address cards, 
proofs of priming, plans, maps, catalogues, prospectuses, announcements, circulars, lotices, 
engravings, photographs, and designs. 

Besides these articles, there are some others which, though not printed matter, are admitted, 
as, for instance, manuscript intended for the press (when sent with the relative proof), papers 
impressed for the use of the blind, albums containing photographs, and cardboard drawing 
models stamped in relief. 

Anything, not being of glass, usually attached or belonging to any of the before-mentioned 
articles, in the way of binding, mounting, or otherwise, and anything convenient for their safe 
transmission by post, may also pass at the rate applicable to such articles, provided it is contained 
in the same packet. 

Proofs of printing or of music may bear corrections with a pen and may have manuscript 
annexed to them ; circulars, etc., may bear the signature of the sender, his trade or profession, 
place of residence and a date. A book or Christmas and N e w Year's cards may have a dedication 
or complimentary inscription in manuscript and printed or lithographed stock or share lists, prices 
current and market reports may have the prices added in writing. Compliments not to exceed 
five words m a y be written on visicing cards senc ac che Book rate of Postage. Mechanical repro­
ductions (not less than 20) of a manuscripc or type-written original may pass as printed papers 
if handed over the Post Office Counter. Albums containing photographs, and paper or books 
impressed for the use of the blind may pass as printed papers. 

Commercial Papers comprise all papers or documents written or drawn wholly or partly by 
hami (excepc leccers or comrnunicacions in th£ nature of leccers, or other papers or documents 
having the character of au actual and personal correspondence), documents of legal procedure, 
Deeds drawn up by public functionaries, copies of or extracts from Deeds under private seal 
writcen on scamped or unstamped paper, W a y Bills, Bills of Lading, Invoices, Receipts for 
goods or money aud ocher documencs of a mercancile character, documents of Insurance and 
ocher public Companies, all kinds of Manuscripc Music, che Manuscripc of Books and other 
literary works, leccers aud pose-cards of old dace which have already served their original 
purpose, and pupils' exercises either in original or wich corrections, but wichout any comment on 
the work and ocher papers of a similar description. 

Princed Papers and Commercial Papers muse be posced eicher without a cover or in an 
unfastened envelope, or iu a cover which can be easily removed for the purpose of examination 
without breakiug any seal, or tearing any paper, or separating any adhering surfaces. A packet 
posced without a cover may not be fastened or otherwise crea:ed so as to prevenc easy examinacion. 
Ic may, however, be secured with string. If closed against inspection it will be surcharged at 
double deficiency at the letter rate of postage. If there is any mixture of commercial and other 
paper*-* in the same packet the whole is treated as commercial papers. 

In order co secure the return of packets which cannot be delivered the names and addresses 
of cite senders should be printed or written outside. 

The undermentioned articles are excluded from transmission ac che rate applicable to princed 
papers :— 

Postage scamps, whether obliceraced or not. and in general all printed articles constituting 
che sign of a monetary value. 

The ase of the Sample Post is restricted co (a) boiM-jUie Trade %Saniples or Patterns of 
Merchandise wichouc saleable value, aud {0) natural history specimens, dried or preserved animals 
and planes, geological specimens, and scientific specimens generally, keys, fresh flowers, tubes of 
serum and pathological specimens rendered innocuous by their mode of preparation and packing, 
when sent for no commercial purpose. Packets containing goods for sale or consigned in 
execution of an order (however small the quantity), or arcicles senc by one private individual to 
anocher which are noe actually trade samples or patterns or sciencitfc specimens, etc., cannot be 
forwarded by Sample Pose. 

It is recommended chat every sample should be marked " Sample—not for sale " or other­
wise defaced in such a way as to render the article unsaleable in the ordinary way of trading.

Addresses of letters, etc., must be plainly written and consist of the full names of the 
addressees, their profession, trade, business, name of quarter, street and number of house, when­
ever poesible, together with the place of destination written at the bottom of the addresses. 

Letters, etc., for villages must bear the name of the District and nearest Post-Town or 
Rural Post Office and in cases where there are two or more villages of the same name, such as 
Vassa, Prastio, Kouklia, Ayios Theodoros, Calo chorio, Peristerona, etc., special care should be 
exercised in giving proper postal addresses. 

Subject to certain exceptions, the Island Postmaster possesses, by virtue of the Statute 
L a w of Cyprus No. 6 of 1881, the exclusive privilege of carrying letters from place to place, 
and of performing all incidental services such as those of collecting and delivering letters. 

The principal exceptions are— 
Letters sent by private friend, on his journey, to be delivered to the person to whom 

they are directed. 
Letters sent by the servant of the sender or by a special messenger employed by him. 
Letters concerning goods sent by carrier, such letters being carried gratuitously and 

delivered with tbe goods to which they relate. 
But no collection of letters of any kind (whether exempt from the Island Postmaster's 

privilege or not) can be made for the purpose of conveyance or dehvery, and carriers are specially 
prohibited from carrying letters. Postage stamps must be affixed on the right hand upper 

—corner of the address side of all Letters, Papers and Packets intended for transmission by Post. 
Penalties are imposed for any infringement of the Island Postmasters rights.

GENT-RAT. R E G U L A T I O N S . — D E F I N T T I O N S . T.U.-;.. .-. \ :•*.-.' 

1. The expression "Parcel" means any packet which is transmitted by the Post between 
certain places wichin the Island of Cyprus or to parts beyond the seas, and which bears the 
words " Parcel Post," or is otherwise marked for transmission as a parcel, or is prepaid in 
accordance with the rates of postage hereinafter mentioned, and is tendered for transmission 
as a parcel. / 

*"* DIMENSIONS AND WEIGHT. 
2. No parcel shall be conveyed by Parcel Post the dimensions of -which shall exceed in 

length three feet six inches or exceed six feet in length and girth combined, or which shall exceed 
in weight eleven pounds. 

P L A C E S F O R POSTIN G . 

3. The places in the Island of Cyprus where Parcel Post business is transacted are 
Larnaca, Nicosia, Limassoi, Famagusta, Paphos, Kyrenia, Polemidia Camp, the principal villages, 
and, during certain of the summer months. Troodos and Platres. 

TIME AND MODE OF POSTING. 

4. Parcels intended for transmission by Parcel Post will be accepted at any of the 
offices previously named during the hours the offices are open for the transaction of ordinary 
postal business. Parcels must not be posted in a Letter-Box. bift\ must be taken into a Post 
Office and handed over the counter to the officer on duty thereat; and a parcel should not be left 
until che weighc, size and postage have been tested by the clerk at the counter. If any such 
parcel shall be left at a Post Office without being so measured and weighed, and shall not bear 
the proper amount of postage stamps upon it, the parcel shall be detained, and may be given up 
to the senders thereof or otherwise disposed of as circumstances may require. Parcels posted in 
the letter box are treated as insufficiently prepaid letters. 

5. Parcels intending to be despatched to places outside Cyprns must be posted in time to 
reach the office where the Parcel Mails are finally made up at least one clear day before the 
steamer sails. 

A D D R E S S . 
6. Parcels should be plainly directed and bear the words " Parcel Post" in the left-hand 

corner. In order to secure the return of parcels which cannot be delivered the names and 
addresses of the senders should be written outside. 

PACKING. 

7. Parcels must be securely and substantially packed by the sender. Parcels properly packed 
to all external appearance are, however, only conveyed at che senders risk. Parcels addressed co 
villages must be sealed.

F O R B I D D E N , P E R I S H A B L E , A N D D A N G E R O L - S ARTICLES. 

8. Ic shall be prohibiced to forward parcels which boar on the outside auy writing or AOTHOBITT. 

drawing of an indecent or offensive nacure or wichin which any concents of a like nature may be 
ohserved. and parcels containing gunpowder, cartridges, oil-skins or other similar oiled troodf-, 
oiled paper, lucifer matches, or anything explosive or liable to sudden combustion, bladders 
containing liquid, live animals, live or dead insects except live bees enclosed in special 
rrcepcacles, grossly offensive or filthy matter, and anything in a condition likely to injure other 
parcels or any Officer of the Post Office. 

9. Parcels containing fish, game, meat, fresh fruit, sweetmeats, eggs, etc., or razors, scissors, 
ne.-Kll.-3, knives, forks, or other sharp instruments will not be accepted unless securely packed so 
as to guard against risk or injury to other parcels. Liquids or semi-liquids, such as jellies, 
pick les, paint, varnish, etc., will not be accepted unless in bottles or cans securely stoppered. 
nor powders unless so packed that they cannot escape in transmission or damage the mail. 

10. Parcels shall not contain a letter, packet or parcel intended for delivery at an address 
other than that borne on the parcel itself. 

11. It is also prohibited to send co the United Kingdom foreign reprints of British registered 
copyright works, false money, counterfeit, sterling and Bricish silver coin below standard, tobacco 
seal les, clocks, wacches and metals generally bearing imitations of British assay marks or stamps. 
Thu prohibitions as regards other countries are shewn in the Post Office Gnide. 

' R E - D I R E C T I O N . 

12. Parcels re-directed from one Post Office to another in Cyprus shall be liable to 
additional postage at the full inland rate for each re-direction. Persons desiring parcels to be 
re-directed will be required to fill ap a special form for the purpose, or state clearly by letter that 
theywish this to be done, otherwise the parcels will not be forwarded. 

PROVISION F O R S A F E T Y O F P A R C E L S . 

13. In any case where it may be found necessary or expedient for the safety or protection 
of parcels that any parcel should be forwarded by some later despatch than that for which it was 
posted, the parcel may be delayed to the next subsequent despatch. In exceptional cases, for 
nstance, during storms in winter, the delay may be longer. 

P A R C E L S N O T T O I N T E R F E R E W I T H L E T T E R POST. 

14. When the despatch from a Post Office of letters would be delayed by the despatch of 
parcels at the same time, such parcels or any of them may be detained until the next subsequent 
despatch, but uot later, except as in the last preceding paragraph. 

15. Iu no case will Parcel Mails arriving from abroad be dealt with until after the ordinary 
Mai is have been despatched. 

RESPONSIBILITY F O R L O S S O R D I M A G E . 

16. The Island Postmaster shall not be liable to make good any claim arising out of the loss, 
damage or delay of parcels sent by post. 

17. In all cases the parcels must be fully prepaid by means of postage stamps affixed to the 
address side of che parcel, otherwise they will not be accepted for transmission. 

DEilTJRRiGE ON LOCAL PARCEL.-?. 

Id. Local parcels remaining uncalled for at the places to which they are addressed shall be 
liable, after six days* detention, to a demurrage charge of lcp. per day. No local parcel will be 
detained at a Post Office for a period exceeding one month. 

U N D E L I V E R E D P A R C E L S . 

19. If a parcel which cannot be delivered bears ou the cover the name and address of the 
sender, a printed notice shall be sent co him by post informing him that the parcel (if not 
claimed in the meantime by the addressee) will be given up to him or to any person whom he 
may direct to call for ic. or will be reeurned co him by pose. 

20. If che sender elects to have the parcel sent back to him by post he must return the 
printed notice wich stamps sufficient to cover new postage at the full rate, together with any 
other charges co which the parcel may be liable, including that for demurrage described above. 
The parcel shall then be forwarded to him fully prepaid by stamps affixed thereon. 

21. If no reply is received in ten days che parcel shall be forwarded to the Returned Letter 
Office. Nicosia, for disposal in due course. 

22. Any parcel which cannot be delivered from any cause shall be detained one month ac 
the place co which it is addressed, and then forwarded to the Reeurned Letcer Office. All such 
parcels received in the Recnrned Letter Office, shall be opened and examined, and if upon such 
examination the name and address of the sender are ascertained a printed notice such as is 
described above shall be sent to him, and the parcel treated in the same manner as a parcel upon 
the cover of which the name and address of the sender appears. 

23. The names and addresses upon all undelivered and unreeurnable parcels and the Post 
Offices at which they were posted shall be entered on a list which will be exhibited in a 
conspicuous position at all Post Offices for inspection by the pubhc. 

24. Personal application for parcels entered on such lists will be entertained for three 
mouths from the dace of entry, after which the parcels shall be disposed of as the Island Post­
master may chink proper. 

25. Parcels containing perishable articles shall be dealt with from time to cime as the 
Island Postmaster may direct.

C U S T O M H O U S E D E C L A R A T I O N . 

2d. The sender of each parcel for abroad will be required eo fill up a Custom House Declara­
tion Form, which may be obtained at any Office where Parcel Post business is conducted. Upon 
this form must be given an accurate statement of the contents and value, date of posting, and 
the sender's signature and address. The number of declarations required are shewn in the 
Parcel races below. 

DEMURRAGE ON FOREIGN PARCELS. 
27. Parcels from Foreign Countries, if undeliverable, will be retained at a Post Office for 

remaining uncalled for at the places to which they are addressed shall be liable after a 10 days' 
detection from the dace of arrival ac the office of destination to a demurrage charge of lcp. 
per day. N o foreign parcel will be detained at a Post Office for a period exceeding three monchs. 

C U S T O M S R E G U L A T I O N S . 

28. Parcels on arrival here from Foreign Countries will be liable to examination by an 
Officer of Customs, who wdl assess the amount of Customs dues to be charged thereon. The 
Customs dues will be collected at the time of delivery, and no parcel can be delivered uncil che 
Customs and all other charges are paid. 

29. Parcels found to contain forbidden articles and parcels, the contents and value of which 
have been falsely declared, may be dealt with according to the laws on the subject. And 
generally the senders of parcels, whether in Foreign Countries or Cyprus, will be required to 
conform to the Customs and other laws or regulations from time to time in force hi respect of 
such parcels. 

U N D E L I V E R E D P A R C E L S . 

30. A parcel which cannot be delivered will be retained at the Post Office to which it is 
addressed for a period uot exceeding three months; but if possible the sender will be consulted 
through the Postal office of origin, as to its disposal. 

31. Parcels which cannot be delivered, returned to the senders, or re-directed, and which 
have thus become undeliverable, will eventually be returned to the country of origin. 

32. Parcels becoming offensive or injurious to any Officer of the Post Office or other person 
or to other parcels will be disposed of as the Island Postmaster may direct.
