Abstract

The present research investigates how the German press dealt with human rights
issues during the period of the military junta in Greece. In the early days of the military
regime, the German press continuously reported on what was happening in Athens to the
outside world. Interview reports, articles, broadcasts and a network of communication with

reporters informed the public.

The period of the present investigation starts on the day that the military coup
occurred (April 21%, 1967) overthrowing the country's elected government. The study
reflects the following points: i. how the military coup was imposed, and the characteristics
of the regime, ii. the two constitutions that were voted as well as iii. the control measures
imposed by the junta against the (political) dissidents and against those who posed a risk

for the viability of the regime.

Then the actions of member states of the European Economic Community in the
field of violation of human rights by the Greek junta, which initially led to the freezing of
the Association Agreement of Greece with the European Economic Community and later
to the expulsion of Greece from the Council of Europe and the condemnation of Greece by

the other European members.

Finally, the paper clearly demonstrates the contribution of Deutsche Welle’s
(DW’s) Greek service towards the anti-dictatorship struggle and provides quotations from
the German press in which the violation of human rights throughout the seven-year period
of the Greek junta is revealed, with particular emphasis on the islands used for exile,

censorship and tortures.
