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Abstract

The present paper seeks to answer a difficult and long-standing question of Greek history, which
still occupies the scholarly community. What was the cause or causes of the failure of the campaign
in Asia Minor. Was it a military error or was it a diplomatic one? Or a combination of factors? In
the Greek and international bibliography, we find supporters of all three of these views. Your
argument to the question will be based primarily on primary sources, such as letters of Eleftherios
Venizelos and archives of the General Staff of the Army. First of all, in order to be able to gain a
more comprehensive view on the issue, we should study what was the theoretical construct of the
Great Idea and when Greece expressed its interest in Asia Minor. We should also investigate what
was happening in Greece and its neighboring country in terms of their political and economic
environment before and during the campaign and how much the 1920 elections determined the

outcome of the campaign.

Then, let us examine what was the military strategy of the two countries and what was their
diplomatic policy. At the same time, we will look into the causes of the collapse of the military
front, the future of the refugees and the punishment of those responsible for the disaster. In
addition, we should also refer to the terms of the Treaty of Sevres and the reason why it was not
implemented when it was signed. In addition, delve into the benefits of France, Great Britain, Italy,
the United States, Germany and the Soviet Union and the Allies' view of the campaign. Finally,

determine their responsibilities for what unfolded.
