ABSTRACT
The subject of this diplomatic work is the study of the weaknesses of the Warsaw Pact. The
Warsaw Pact was an important component of the Soviet Union's strategy to maintain control
over the Eastern European satellite states by ensuring military cooperation and coordination
among its member states, including joint military exercises, common military strategies, and
mutual defense obligations. The Soviet Union thereby managed to maintain substantial
control over the military affairs of Warsaw Pact members, developing the necessary political
lines and exerting influence to suppress political dissent or rebellions in member states.
However, its weaknesses were many and varied in content, extending to all aspects of the
state organization of both the USSR itself, even contributing to its future dissolution, and the
member states of the Pact. The ultimate goal is the critical assessment of these weaknesses in
the international diplomatic arena as well as their impact on the subsequent organization of

states and on the relations between them.
