ABSTRACT

Introduction:Organ donation is the ultimate form of voluntary and altruistic
donation. The development and dissemination of donation depends not only on
scientific and technological progress, but mainly on the awareness, information and
participation of social institutions and the whole of society. Health professionals have
an important role to in organ donation as they have the potential to influence
(positively or negatively) a significant part of society.

Purpose:The aim of this systematic review is to capture the knowledge and attitudes
of health professionals regarding organ donation.

Method: The method used to complete this study is a systematic review.A systematic
review was conducted through a detailed search in valid and scientific databases
(Pubmed, GoogleScholar, Webofscience, Cochrane library, Research Gate and Wiley
Online Library) of the Greek and international literature. The material used was

exclusively related to health professionals.

Conclusion: In general, health professionals show a positive attitude towards organ
donation and transplantation. Despite all the positive attitude of health professionals,
however, there are also those who, while they would accept a transplant in case of
need, are not willing to donate an organ of theirs. In the context of the development of
organ donation, it is necessary to inform and raise awareness among the public,
particularly health professionals, through the creation of information and education
