SUMMARY

THE INTERCOMMUNAL CLASHES OF 1963- 1964 IN CYPRUS

The period of 1963-64 is a black page in the modern history of Cyprus. The
independence given to the Island after the agreements of Zurich- London in 1959 and
the smooth functioning of the newly established State, between Greek Cypriots and
Turkish Cypriots, lasted only three years. Archbishop Makarios, who was one of the
Leaders of Liberation, was elected first President of Cyprus. He signed the
agreements but wanted to amend the Constitution to make the State more functional.
However, Turkey as one of the three Guarantor Powers ( the other two were Greece
and Britain ) warned Makarios that the revision of the Constitution would mean the

violation of the rights of Turkish Cypriots.

Greece also did not want to come into conflict with Turkey because they were
NATO allies. In a letter to the Prime Minister of Greece in March 1964, Makarios
highlighted that the purpose of the revision of the Constitution was to allow Greece
and Cyprus to determine their own future. Turkey accused Cyprus that this was the
cause of the malfunction of the Constitution and threatened that it would invade the
Island. Makarios did not give in to Turkish threats or the demands of Greece to come

before her before revising the Constitution.

On the Island, the situation was unsettled and armed groups were created
by both Communities. The two Communities clashed. The conflict began in
December 1963 in St Kassianos, Nicosia after a Greek Cypriot police search of a
Turkish Cypriot car to see if arms were being transported. The clashes, which spread
to many areas of Nicosia resulted in a Turkish Cypriot enclave from Nicosia to
Pentadaktylos. Thus, the partition of the Island, which was the main objective of

Turkey, began.

The Greek government asked the British to supervise the two

Communities in order to stop the conflicts. The British General, Young, drew a green



line onto the map of Cyprus with a pencil and a green line thereby separated Nicosia.
Since then, this dividing line has been called the ““ Green Line”. In March 1964, the
Security Council passed Resolution 186 ,which recognized Makarios’ government as
the legitimate government of Cyprus, and established the presence of the

peacekeeping force of the United Nations on the island.

Turkey threatened to invade Cyprus twice, once in February and again in
June 1964. Interventions by the Americans and the Soviets prevented the invasions.
Then U.S President Johnson invited the two Leaders, Papandreou of Greece and
Inonou of Turkey, to come to the United States to discuss the issue of Cyprus. The
three Leaders agreed to find a solution to the Cyprus problem and appointed former
U.S Foreign Secretary, Acheson, to work out a plan. America did not want a conflict
between Greece and Turkey , as it would cause a split in the southeastern flank of
NATO. The plan provided for the Association of Greece and Cyprus, while
compensating Turkey with a base in Cyprus . Makarios, however , rejected the plan.
After discarding the Acheson Plan, Turkey began preparations for an invasion of
Cyprus. In August 1964, Turkey bombed the area Tillyrias. The resistance of the
Greek Cypriots was effective and prevented the partition of Cyprus. Makarios made
representations to the President of the Soviet Union , Kroutsief, who warned Turkey
to stop bombing because there was a risk of conflict expansion. Although Turkey
obeyed at the time , ten years later it fulfilled its objective when given the opportunity
with the coup of July 1974. This time, Turkey managed to divide the Island taking
37% of the territory.
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
