«...Who concede that justice is a way of life more noble and more pleasing to the gods 

than injustice but at the same time believe that those who follow it will live in worse 

case than those who have chosen the way of evil». The term «human rights», which 

makes extensive use worldwide, suggests that they are somehow inherent property of 

human existence and the result of a "natural right." It is generally accepted that, both 

through international protection of human rights texts and relevant international 

courts, and mainly by forming a kind of global public opinion, as a consequence of 

technological and social development, results some commitment of state power. The 

latter is a long-term obligation of the things given and ever increasing 

interdependence of national and regional economies, to take into account, as at least 

up to a point, the international pressure to respect basic human rights. It is generally 

observed that human rights «are the current international currency to moral dilemmas, 

social demands and political discussions».  

The EU edifice was built on the eternal values of individual and social 

rights of the peoples of the Member States in an effort to peaceful coexistence of 

nations, economic prosperity, democracy and freedom of the movement. 

With the entry into force of the Treaty of Lisbon, on 1 December 2009, the 

European Union has acquired legal personality and it has assumed the responsibilities 

of the previously European Community. Thus, Community law becomes "Union 

law", including all previously issued laws under provisions of the Treaty on European 

Union as they had before the Treaty of Lisbon. 

The Treaty of Lisbon confirms three principles of democratic governance 

in Europe: 

• Democratic equality. The European institutions must treat equally all 

citizens. 
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• Participatory democracy: new forms of interaction between citizens and 

institutions, such as the citizens' initiative. The Lisbon Treaty further clarifies the 

relations between the member countries and the EU. 

• Enhanced powers for the European Parliament. The extension of the 

powers of the European Parliament became progressively in the successive treaties, 

culminating in the Treaty of Lisbon, which confirms this development by 

strengthening the powers of the European Parliament on legislation, budget and 

international agreements. 

In the legislative field, the co-decision procedure is extended to many new 

areas thus, it results to the fact that the Parliament is of essential legislative power on 

an equal footing with the Council in some areas where it has not participated or it had 

simply an advisory role, e.g. legal immigration, judicial cooperation in criminal 

matters, police co-operation as well as provisions relating to the common commercial 

policy and the common agricultural policy (CAP). 

In this way, the European Parliament is involved in the training of almost 

all legislative acts. The legislation on the EU institutions, the European Council and 

the European Parliament, will be analyzed in this thesis.
