ABSTRACT

The current thesis’s objective is diplomacy; that is the practice of conducting negotiations
for the creation of stability and order in the international system, with the purpose of the
peaceful cohabitation and cooperation of the international actors but also the mutual
forwarding of their interests. It focuses on the historical conflict between the two world
superpowers, the United States of America and the Russian Federation with greater emphasis
on the energy sector.

In the first chapter the definition of diplomacy is given and the way which it was
formulated is analyzed from the first contacts of the organized social groups, up to the
diplomacy of the modern states. The current economical diplomacy, the means of its practice
and its new embodiment, that is the energy diplomacy, are also analyzed.

In the second chapter, the USA are analyzed as an international actor. Their geopolitical
position is presented along with their perception of their role in the global scene and their
action in the energy arena.

In the third chapter, the Russian Federation is also analyzed as an international actor. As
in the previous chapter, the country’s geopolitical position is explained along with its
perception of its role and how it claims its own place in the international energy game.

The last chapter focuses on the energy controversy of the USA and the Russian Federation
and how this leads to the end of the unipolar world and the rise of a multipolar international

system.
