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Although the "Arab spring" was entering the fourth year, continued external mixing is 

expected to be considered in local conflicts and the strengthening of their poisonous 

effects. The geopolitical, religious and ideological dividing lines run longer 

throughout the Middle East. Only stopping interfering in Arab revolutions can the 

outside world  help them regenerate. 

The study which resulted from this work  finds every observer of the Arab people 

does not  perceive themselves as masses nationally, but as forces of citizens entitled to 

respect and freedom of expression. When   a new wave of rebellion emerge, it will be 

more spontaneous, more explosive and more lasting. The Arab citizens have 

witnessed extreme solutions which their governments are willing to resort to remain 

in power. Repressive regimes are well aware of the determination of  masses to 

"exempt" from their duties. The conclusions detected show strong   belief  that  "Arab 

spring" has not said its last word. 
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
