ABSTRACT

Object of study of this work has been the enlargement of the European Union as of the
first enlargement to date the membership perspective of Turkey and the benefits and problems

Gradually
consider the accession process to date and Turkey's relations with the EU Separate analysis
was considered appropriate to the study of Greek-Turkish relations and Turkish-Cypriot
relations. Then we examine the benefits for the EU and Turkey from joining, as respective
European concerns about the impact that this move will have on the Union. Finally reference
is made to the internal situation in Turkey today, but also the issue of hydrocarbons and the
