In this study there is a presentation and analysis of organized crime, which is a major
European problem, as throughout the European Union act 3600 international gangs
and 70% are active in more than one country. Organised crime is no longer a national
issue...... Gangs and unions have invested in new technologies have opened up

international markets for their "products" and have become truly multinational threat.

The broader social, cultural and economic changes that took place in conjunction

with the political turmoil that erupted were some of the reasons which have led in



recent decades to the appearance of this type of crime which exceeded the limits of a

single state.

"Organized crime threatens the stability and the integration process of the Western
Balkans into the European Union", said Jacques Barrot, Vice-President of the
European Union. Transnational organized crime threatens increasingly political
structures, the global economy and social stability of all states, bringing dangerous for
structural impact in every area of human activity, undermining the foundations of
social systems. With the infiltration attempts in structured areas of the business and
economic power it generates has created and continues to create significant problems

in home jurisdictions.

The European Union has to fight a phenomenon that spreads rapidly and to take
effective measures after criminal organizations manage in a relatively short time to

adapt to new circumstances and changed in real multinational criminal organizations.

Drug trafficking, illegal immigration and human trafficking, considered as the
most dominant forms of organized crime being charged with criminal activity, both
internationally and in Cyprus. The cycle of work not including other forms of
organized crime such as trafficking in arms, looting, forgery / counterfeit euro crimes

with computers mainly due to lack of sufficient data and adequate resources.

The second part of the paper is devoted to the main forms that are transnational
organized crime such as drug trafficking, human trafficking and illegal migration with

reference to Greece and Cyprus.

In such an investigation could of course not refer to the management of the
phenomenon and in particular for measures to tackle organized crime at EU and

national level within a realistic anti-crime state.

The biggest challenge for the EU is to develop effective collaboration after the
police and judicial authorities of the Member States. There must be a single legal

framework, should the penalties imposed on a Member State to apply at all.
