ABSTRACT

This paper presents the results of research with questionnaires, held in March 2009 at the
University Hospital of Alexandroupolis and asked for the views of employers (Doctors, Nurses,
administrators, and Medical students) about the design of the surrounding area. The research was
carried out with stratified sampling and the population was divided into four homogeneous and
non-overlapping subpopulations, the layers (strata). The sample size was around 5% of the total
number of users of the hospital. We researched employer’s opinions and wishes about the current
situation but also the future plan of the surrounding area. We found significant differences in the
responses of groups which gives a considerable interest in research. Based on the results of this
investigation we propose interventions for the surroundings of the hospital, which draws as
follows: walk trails, places of relaxation, covered spaces, spaces of observation, aquatic
component and stone decorations.
