Abstract

The current thesis aims on covering a gap in the research through the simultaneous
scientific examination of the epigraphic data and the stylistic trends of funerary
monuments of Roman Cyprus (58 B.C. — 330 A.D.). This objective would not have been
rendered possible by merely studying a corpus of monuments as distinct from their
epigraphic context, a practice that has been hitherto followed by a number of researchers
with expertise in this area. It is by no means coincidental that the author attempts to
approach in a holistic manner all the parameters resulting from the study of funerary
inscriptions in Cyprus. The mortuary practices and the epitaphs rely on existing patterns,
rather than adopting new ones, though the latter is not unusual. The major aspects of this
research are outlined in the introduction whereas the study of tomb inscriptions, inscribed
pedestals, funerary altars, cippi, slabs, stelae and sarcophagi as well that of curses on
stelae is cited and more thoroughly examined in the main part of this paper. Finally, the
conclusion results in the discussion of various issues relevant to the subject such as the
use of language in epitaphs, epigrams, expressions of endearment, demography, social
stratification, professions, premature and violent deaths, illegitimate children, cults and
semiotics of religion. The paper is supported with indexed tables and pictures.
